
FACILITY TOUR INFORMATION
Reward your group, organization or business by taking them on a tour of Target Center! This experience will entertain and educate everyone from
sports fans to music lovers.  And don’t forget your camera…you’ll want to capture that special on-court photo! 

Tours are available, Monday through Friday between 9:00am and 4:00pm on days when events are not scheduled. 

The public is welcome to Target Center for a free arena tour on the first Thursday of each month at 2:00 PM when there is not an event scheduled.  

Please call 612-673-1354 to confirm the free tour is available. 

Groups of 10 or more and privGroups of 10 or more and private tours require reservations.  Please call 612-673-1354 to check on the availability of a particular date and
reserve a time slot. 

Reservations must be made at least two weeks in advance.

To provide the best experience for our guests, tours are limited to 25 per tour. Groups larger than 25 are always welcome, but will be split into
multiple tours of no more than 25.

Due to the nature of our event calendar, we are unable to book tours more than 45 days in advance.  

If an event arises before your scheduled tour, we reserve the right to alter your tour route or reschedule it for another day. We will give you
as much notice possibleas much notice possible. 

A tour guide will meet guests in the Main Lobby - Box Office (600 First Avenue North) and lead guests on a guided tour of the building. 

The cost of the tour is $1 per person.  (Minimum charge: $35) 

Highlights of the tour include the arena bowl, main lobby, backstage area, suite level, dressing rooms, press box and Crunch’s dressing room. 

Tours normally last between 1- 1 ½ hours. 

Payment is expected in advance or on the day of the tour.  

Payments must be made in the form of cash or check (made payable to Target Center/ AEG Management); we are not able to accept credit card
payments payments at this time. 

Parking for cars is available at ABC Parking Ramps.  These ramps offer numerous entrances off Minneapolis city streets, as well as directly from
freeways 94 and 394 (coming into downtown from the western suburbs).  These ramps are connected by skyways directly to Target Center.  

Buses can drop- off/ pick-up at the Main Lobby, located along 1st Ave, however bus parking is NOT available on site.  

To arrange for bus parking, contact Ramp A at 612-333-9031.

Only small, personal, still camera equipment is allowed.  Video and audio recording equipment and professional cameras are prohibited.
